Welfare is a social ideal that is not only envisioned to have, but must also be pursued. Without effort and cooperation between various parties, welfare is a mirage. Some scholars state that the social welfare described by the Qur'an is reflected in the heaven that was inhabited by Adam and his wife, just before their coming down to carry out their caliphate duties on this earth. Ismail Nawawi divides economic resources into several fields, namely: 1) trade, 2) agriculture and mining processing, 3) animal husbandry, 4) industry and technology, 5) marine, 6) fisheries, 7) irrigation, 8) the health sector, and 9) the aerospace sector.
