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Abstract
	The problem raised here is how the techniques for developing craftsmanship and entrepreneurship through craft and entrepreneurship subjects for class X students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak, what is the role of craft and entrepreneurship subjects in developing the craft and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students in SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak, and what obstacles are encountered in developing the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship through craft and entrepreneurship subjects for class X students at SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak. Techniques for developing craftsmanship and entrepreneurship through craft and entrepreneurship subjects for class X students at SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak, are carried out by providing theory, practice, and mentoring. Besides, it is supported by the attitude of residents of X SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak who support, supporting facilities and infrastructure, revolving fund loans from the Islamic High School Al-Azhar Pontianak, and cooperation with various parties. The role of craft and entrepreneurship subjects in the development of the craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak are: (a) Developing the craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students in the form of creative and innovative personalities, in which grade X students have a full attitude confident, have initiative, have achievement motives, have a leadership spirit and dare to take risks. (b) Play a role in increasing the independence of class X students. Grade X students have the skills to be self-employed as independent, learn to have the responsibility, and be more independent in fulfilling their daily needs. (c) Forming a mental attitude of class X students who never give up, if grade X students experience obstacles or failures from the business they have set up, students do not easily give up but try to find a way out.
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A. INTRODUCTION
Unemployment data generated from surveys of the Central Statistics Agency (BPS) from the National Labor Force Survey (SAKERNAS) August 2007 noted that the number of unemployed people in Central Java, when viewed from its age composition, tends to be dominated by the population of 20-24 years. A large number of unemployed at this age is probably because in this age group people have finished school (BPS 2008: 16-17).
According to Gunawan (2000: 73-74), unemployed people often become a social problem, are those who are reluctant to work or are less persistent in trying, do not even want to try or struggle, but want to live comfortably and have their needs met, aka become "parasites" of society/family/parents/his brother. For this reason, so that they do not drag on to become "disturbers" of society, the community has to approach and nurture them so that they are willing to try/work whatever is halal as long as they can produce something to meet their daily needs from the results of their own efforts/sweat. For example, by providing understanding and the need for entrepreneurial education. This is confirmed by the motto: "if there is a will, there must be a way"
Learning craft and entrepreneurship provide special skills to students, so they can manage their skills as a source of livelihood. Here the role of craft learning and entrepreneurship is in the implementation of skills, so that students can survive with the ability to manage their skills (http://enewsletterdisdik.wordpress.com).
Islamic Senior High School is a school with expertise program specifications to provide Islamic skills, which can be used as provisions for life after students have completed their studies. SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak is an Islamic Middle School that aims to prepare a professional workforce who has skills and attitudes that are integrated according to their fields.
The problem raised here is how the techniques for developing craftsmanship and entrepreneurship through craft and entrepreneurship subjects for class X students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak, what is the role of craft and entrepreneurship subjects in developing the craft and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students in SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak, and what obstacles are encountered in developing the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship through craft and entrepreneurship subjects for class X students at SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak.

B. RESEARCH METHOD
Research is a process of scientific activity that is carried out deliberately in connection with finding new findings (Ratna, 2010: 27). This research is a qualitative research which will produce descriptive data in the form of decomposition and explanation of words and explain the data obtained from the field.
According to Ghony and Almanshur (2017: 14), qualitative research is a research method that aims to gain an understanding of reality through an inductive thought process. This paper describes the actual state of the object based on the results of observations and interviews with several informants including teachers and students of X SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontiaak regarding the role of craft and entrepreneurship subjects in increasing entrepreneurial spirit in class X students at Al-Azhar Islamic Senior High School, Pontianak.
As with descriptive research objectives according to Ghony and Almanshur (2017: 29), namely to describe, explain and reveal. Qualitative research provides descriptions of complex situations and the direction of further research, and explains the relationship between events and meaning, especially according to participants' perceptions. The data used here are obtained from the field and described as they are.
Data collection was carried out by in-depth interviews with teachers and students of class X SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontiaak as well as observations of students' daily activities at school, especially those related to craftsmanship and entrepreneurship. According to Anshori and Iswati (2010: 91), a data source is an object from which the data has been obtained. The source of the data taken was several informants.




C. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Increasing the Spirit of Entrepreneurs through Craft and Entrepreneurship Subjects for Class X Students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School, Pontianak
Business development in Pontianak City, West Kalimantan is one of the strategies in Increasing the Spirit of Entrepreneurs through Craft and Entrepreneurship Subjects in Class X Students at Islamic High School Al-Azhar Pontianak by subject teachers using several techniques. Techniques carried out by teachers in craftsmanship and entrepreneurship, among others: Technique First, the teacher provides craft and entrepreneurship subject matter. The subject matter for craftsmanship and entrepreneurship taught is adjusted to Competency Standards (SK) and Basic Competencies (KD) in the class X craft and entrepreneurship subject curriculum. The second technique, before starting Teaching and Learning Activities (KBM) the teacher provides motivations in the form of stories that describes a successful person because of his entrepreneurial spirit. In the third technique, during the Teaching and Learning Activities (KBM) the teacher assigns students to write down on a piece of paper the dreams they want to achieve.
The fourth technique, the teacher of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship subjects, always instills and emphasizes to class X students that humans must have a purpose in life. The fifth technique, when the Teaching and Learning Activities (KBM) takes place the teacher assigns assignments to class X students to play business turnaround games. In the sixth technique, during Teaching and Learning Activities (KBM) the teacher trains class X students to promote and sell the products they have produced. The seventh technique, in Teaching and Learning Activities (KBM), the teacher not only provides theory but also provides practical and entrepreneurial practices.
The eighth technique, the teacher assigns assignments to class X students to carry out pickets at the Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak, which is related to the development of the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship. The ninth technique, teachers of craft and entrepreneurship subjects and the X party of Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak held a bazaar and food catering activities.

Factors Affecting the Increase in the Entrepreneurial Spirit of Class X Students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School, Pontianak
Class X students develop their craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit by learning a lot, looking for good information. In addition to school, grade X students develop their craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit outside of school with assistance from entrepreneurial teachers at Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak, as well as supervision from each parent.
Techniques for developing craftsmanship and entrepreneurship through craft and entrepreneurship subjects for class X students at SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak are carried out by providing theory, practice, and mentoring.
Husaini Usman (in http; // aguswibowo 82.blogspot.com/2009/01/ cultivates the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship.html) concludes. At least two effective techniques for instilling craft and entrepreneurial values:
a. Family Habits.
Since the children are still small, parents must have introduced the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship. For example, children are included in the handicraft business or home industry in their neighborhood. Once a month, the children were assigned to the market. They have to find information on the various prices of goods in the market. Furthermore, the results of the market survey are analyzed and used as material for regular monthly discussions in the family environment.
b. Entrepreneurship Cultivation Through Education.
In schools/universities, it is necessary to include subjects or courses in craftsmanship and entrepreneurship with a higher proportion than other subjects/subjects. The lesson in craftsmanship and entrepreneurship must be presented in a systematic technique and adjusted to the level of education and age of the learners. Once upon a time, schools needed to invite successful business people. If possible, children are also included in apprenticeship activities in a business. It turns out that the techniques of instilling craftsmanship and entrepreneurial values ​​proposed by Husaini Usman are not in accordance with the techniques of developing the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship carried out by teachers and class X students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak. The techniques used by the class X class X craftsmanship and entrepreneurship subject teachers and X grade students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School Pontianak, can also succeed in developing the craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students.
c. Supporting Factors for Soul Development craftsmanship and entrepreneurship through craftsmanship and entrepreneurship courses.
1) There is support from the residents of Al-Azhar Islamic High School Pontianak
	Development of the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship of class X students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School Pontianak, supported by all residents of Al-Azhar Islamic High School Pontianak and parents of class X students.
2) The existence of supporting facilities and infrastructure at Al-Azhar Islamic High School Pontianak
3) The existence of business capital loans or revolving funds from schools
4) There is cooperation with various parties

The Role of Craft and Entrepreneurship Subjects in the Development of Craft and Entrepreneurship for Class X Students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School, Pontianak
1. Developing an entrepreneurial and craftsmanship spirit
The function and role of entrepreneurship can be through two approaches, namely micro and macro techniques. At a micro level, entrepreneurship has two roles, namely as an innovator and a planner. As an inventor, entrepreneurship finds and creates something new, such as products, technology, techniques, ideas, organizations, and so on. As a planner, entrepreneurship plays a role in designing new actions and businesses, planning new business strategies, planning ideas and opportunities for success, creating new corporate organizations, and others. At a macro level, the role of entrepreneurship is to create prosperity, equal distribution of wealth, and job opportunities, which function as an engine of economic growth in a country.
The role of class X students in society as inventors, that class X students in entrepreneurship find and create something new about new products, techniques, and ideas. In this case, grade X students can play a role in finding and creating ideas to produce new and useful products for the community, by processing plastic waste into bags and pencil cases.
The role of class X students in society as planners, that class X students in entrepreneurship play a role in designing new actions and businesses, planning new business strategies, planning ideas and opportunities to achieve the success of the business they have founded.
In addition, the role of class X students in entrepreneurship in society can create prosperity, job opportunities for themselves and others. With entrepreneurship, students of class X play a role in being able to be more independent in fulfilling their daily needs, besides that they can help create jobs for other people ..
Gross, Mason, and McEachern (in Berry 2003: 105-106), draw the following conclusions. Role is a set of expectations imposed on individuals who occupy certain social positions. These expectations are a balance of social norms and therefore it can be said that these roles are determined by norms in society, that is: we are obliged to do the things that "society" expects in our work. , in the family and other roles.
Thus it turns out that the role of class X students as entrepreneurs who are expected by the community to carry out their roles is carried out by finding, planning, and creating prosperity and job opportunities for others.

1) Full of confidence
Learning craftsmanship and entrepreneurship of class X students at X SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak has a role in developing the craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students. This role can be seen from the attitude of class X students who are always confident. Indicators of self-confidence in class X students at SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak in running their business, including a confident and optimistic attitude. With the abilities they have, students of class X in entrepreneurship are always confident and optimistic that the business they are running will be successful.
2) Have the initiative
Craft learning and entrepreneurship courses of class X students at X SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak has a role in developing the craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students. This role can be seen from the initiative. Indicators of ownership of the initiative of class X students at Al-Azhar Islamic Senior High School in Pontianak in running their business, among others, are dexterous and active attitudes. This can be seen from the attitude of class X students who are quick to respond to work opportunities that are around them, which can produce something beneficial for themselves and for others.
In learning craftsmanship and entrepreneurship, class X students acquire specific knowledge and skills, which can equip them to become entrepreneurs. By having the initiative, making class X students always act deftly, and active with existing job opportunities, so that this makes class X students always think about doing their role in society to find, plan something new and create job opportunities and prosperity. for himself and for others.
3) Have an achievement motive
Learning craftsmanship and entrepreneurship of class X students at X SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak has a role in developing the craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students. This role can be seen from having an achievement motive. The indicator of having the achievement motive for grade X students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School Pontianak in running its business is a result-oriented attitude. In working or trying an attitude that is always results-oriented, has a goal as a drive for achievement to create satisfaction in entrepreneurship.
Class X students can produce works or products that can be used and interested by many people. Also, students of class XI often get orders to make products. Products produced by class X students are close to good, not much different from products on the market, so many people like and use them. This made the class X students very proud and had their inner satisfaction, because the results of their work were considered very good.
David McClelland (in Budiman 1995: 23) draws the following conclusions. People with high n-Ach, who need achievement, experience satisfaction not because they are rewarded for their work, but because they consider the results of the work to be very good. There is an inner satisfaction of being successful in completing a job perfectly. Material rewards become a secondary factor.
Thus, it turns out that being an entrepreneur makes class X students have the urge to excel and experience satisfaction because the results of their work are considered very good. There is an inner satisfaction of being able to complete a job perfectly. This is evident from the attitude of society who is willing to accept and enjoy using the products or works produced by class X students.
4) Having a leadership spirit
Learning craftsmanship and entrepreneurship of class X students at X SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak has a role in developing the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship of class X students. This role can be seen from having a leadership spirit. Indicators of ownership of the leadership spirit of class X students at SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak in running its business, among which the most important thing is trustworthiness. This trustworthiness attitude can be seen from the attitude of class X students who in entrepreneurship always uphold the trust that other people have given them, by always trying not to disappoint.
5) Dare to take calculated risks
Craft learning and entrepreneurship for class X students of Al-Azhar Islamic High School Pontianak has a role in developing the craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students. This role can be seen from the attitude of class X students who dare to take calculated risks. In entrepreneurship, class X students dare to take calculated risks, if the risks they are going to take are too dangerous, then class X students will not take them, but try to find other efforts by adjusting their abilities.

Teachers of craft and entrepreneurship subjects have difficulty in practical craftsmanship and entrepreneurship
Trainers or teachers of craft and entrepreneurship subjects class X at X SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak, often experience difficulties in making products during the practice of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship subjects, because, during the practice of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship subjects, they do not understand the techniques for making the desired product.
1. Difficulty in fostering interest in class X students in entrepreneurship
Creating and forming class X students at Islamic High School Al-Azhar Pontianak to be interested in entrepreneurship is not easy. The most important obstacle in developing the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship of class X students at SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak is the difficulty of cultivating the interest of class X students in entrepreneurship. There are so many reasons from class X students if they are invited to become entrepreneurs.
2. Books to support the development of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship are limited in number
The number of books to support the development of an entrepreneurial and craftsmanship spirit provided by the school is limited. The collection of books related to craftsmanship and entrepreneurship in the library is not optimal, the number of books is not yet in accordance with the needs.
In marketing their products, grade X students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak often experience obstacles in terms of competitors and buyers. When class X students offer products to consumers, they must experience obstacles from other competitors. When marketing products, grade X students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak often face obstacles from buyers. Buyers often go into debt when buying their goods.
Class X students realize that by being taught craft and entrepreneurship subjects, they can use their skills for entrepreneurship as independently as techniques, so that grade X students will get used to create jobs instead of always looking for work. This kind of mindset encourages grade X students to develop and be motivated to live more progressively. They do not always have to give up their lives to find jobs provided by the government, but they can try to create jobs for themselves and others according to their talents, interests, and abilities.



D. CONCLUSION
The conclusions in this paper are as follows:
1. Techniques for developing craftsmanship and entrepreneurship through craft and entrepreneurship subjects for class X students at SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak, carried out by providing theory, practice, and mentoring. In addition, it is supported by the attitude of residents of X SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak who support, supporting facilities and infrastructure, revolving fund loans from the Islamic High School Al-Azhar Pontianak, and cooperation with various parties.
2. The role of craft and entrepreneurship subjects in the development of the craftsmanship and entrepreneurial spirit of class X students at SMA Islam Al-Azhar Pontianak are:
a. Developing the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship
	Class X students in the form of creative and innovative personalities, in which grade X students have a confident attitude, have initiative, have achievement motives, have a leadership spirit, and are brave to take risks.
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]Play a role in increasing the independence of class X students. Class X students have the skills to be entrepreneurial as independent as possible, learn to have responsibilities, and can be more independent in fulfilling their daily needs.
c. Forming the mental of class X students who never give up, if class X students experience obstacles or failures from the business they have established, students do not easily give up but try to find a way out.
3. As for the obstacles in developing the spirit of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship through the subject of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship of class X students at Al-Azhar Islamic High School in Pontianak, among others: teachers of craft and entrepreneurship subjects have difficulty in the practice of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship, difficulty in fostering student interest class X for entrepreneurship, a limited number of books to support the development of craftsmanship and entrepreneurship, constraints in product marketing, as well as constraints related to the mindset in the society. 
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
